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These are the neocons and their various organizations which have
helped drive US policy over the past 40 to 50 years.

How Tippit was Recruited
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Rabbi Silverman while not overtly political was of the neo-con persuasion. He
was a conservative rabbi known to both Norman Podhoretz and Midge Decter.
